What will 2024 bring! 

As we reflect back on the work we’ve accomplished, we’re pleased  

to say that we remain as dedicated to the project as ever. 

We are currently working with Sheffield City Council and playground  

equipment companies to draw up plans for a new playground which will  

be more inclusive and offer children a better play experience when using  

the playground.

As we work towards our vision in collaboration with the council, we’ve  

faced some challenges due to recent changes in their Park and Countryside 

team, resulting in a slow progress. Additionally, the council has requested  

a feasibility study/survey for the Playground, which is a necessary step before 

we can proceed. However, the council will not bear the cost of this study, and 

we are required to fund this which costs approximately £6K. 

While we’d prefer to allocate the funds to better use, we recognise the 

political realities and may have to pay in order to advance the project. 

Nonetheless, we’re committed to finding ways to reduce the costs and 

overcome the hurdles in our path. Fortunately, we’ve recently received some 

good news – we’ve secured a pot of money that will go a long way in helping 

us pay for the study, which will be undertaken by the Council. 

If we all work together we can improve our green park space in the heart 

of Grenoside. As always we’re grateful for the support from our community 

and local businesses – without it, our project wouldn’t be possible. 

Your donations and time help us reach our goals and vision for Grenoside 

playground and park. Together, let’s create the best space we can!
